Michel Bouvard is Professor of Organ at the Conservatoire National SupŽrieur de 
Musique in Paris (since 1995), where he teaches with his friend and colleague, 
Olivier Latry. He is also Organist Titulaire of the historic CavaillŽ-Coll organ at 
the Basilique Saint-Sernin in Toulouse (since 1996), and is one of the four 
organists of the Royal Chapel at the Palace of Versailles (since 2010).  And he is 
Visiting Professor of Organ at the Eastman School of Music for the 2013 spring 
semester.  

One of todayÕs leading French concert organists, Michel Bouvard enjoys a multi-
faceted career as a concert artist and master teacher which has taken him to more 
than twenty countries. He was born in Lyon, France, and was inspired with a 
great passion for music early in life by his grandfather, Jean Bouvard, also an 
organist and composer, who had been a student of Louis Vierne, Florent Schmitt, 
and Vincent dÕIndy. He began piano study at an early age in Rodez, and 
following organ studies with Suzanne Chaise-Martin in Paris, he was accepted 
into the organ class of AndrŽ Isoir at the Conservatoire National SupŽrieur de 
Musique in Paris (The Paris Conservatory). He later perfected his studies with 
Michel Chapuis, Francis Chapelet, and Jean Boyer while serving as deputy 
organist at Saint-SŽverin Church, where he eventually served as Titular Organist 
for more than ten years.

FROM PROFESSIONAL CONCERNS  

Our Substitute Service was discussed at the last Board 
Meeting ÐÐ in January, and substitutes who have e-mail were 
recently asked to update their information for our Substitute 
Coordinators ÐÐ Marge Metz and Marilyn Pfisterer. The difficulty 
in running this service is keeping the information up to date.  Just 
keeping track of who is on the list and who is not is next to 
impossible.  We have been using the form for substitutes that is 
included on the spring membership renewal form to update the 
information annually. But then when changes happen, not 
everyone remembers to notify the service.  So Marilyn is going to 
attempt to keep in touch, periodically, with the subs via e-mail.  
This should be easier than communicating by phone. If you are on 
the substitute list, you can help by keeping Marilyn informed 
about changes at:  mpfisterer27@roadrunner.com 

 An issue that our substitutes deal with is that of fees.  I have 
heard from some that they were not paid what they should have 
been. In most of those cases it was because their fee was not 
discussed and agreed on before the service took place. What the 
correct fee is, is another issue that has to be dealt with. Fees 
should be determined according to the amount of work and time 
required as well as the ability level of the organist. Page 11 and 12 
of the Buffalo ChapterÕs Guidelines booklet gives the current 
information about recommended fees. The entire booklet is 
available on our web site: www.agobuffalo.org. It is good to 
refer people (who are hiring) to this information, especially if they 
have questions.  But remember that it is important that you 
discuss and agree on your fee before you do the work.  Guild 
members who hire a substitute are often the ones involved in 
determining fees. It would be helpful if you would be sure to 
follow up, after the service has taken place, to be sure that the 
organist who substituted for you has been paid the correct amount.
